We are unique in that we offer 121 Dog and Puppy Training, and Behaviourist sessions, as well as Group Classes - depending on what we think your dog would benefit from and what you need.

Chris provides behavioural expertise to Animal Kind’s training programmes, having gained a Masters degree in Animal Behaviour in 2017 from the University of Newcastle, as well as being awarded a Dogs Trust Behavioural Scholarship in 2024, becoming the first of six people to ever do so.

The 121 Training starts with a Bumper Puppy Power session if your pup is 6 months or younger, or for dogs over 6 months, we call it an Assessment and First Training session. These are for:

· Nipping, jumping, chewing, consuming the wrong items, toilet training, and general training issues.
· General Obedience issues, inside or outside the house, such as household barking and jumping.
· Settling: Settling in a rehomed dog, and/or adding a new pet into your multi-dog household.
· Thinking about Group Classes now or as a goal to aim for? You can use our 121 Puppy or Dog Training as a springboard to join our classes with other owners, or get a £10 discount when you combine 121s and Classes: https://www.animalkind.co.uk/classes

We have special 3-session packages for Recall, Lead Walking and Separation Prep (see page 4):

Development Packages and individual Follow On Sessions

Following on from your first session, you can either do one-off follow-up sessions – on a pay as you go basis - or benefit from the regularity, security and discounted price of 6 month follow-up packages.

These allow us to guide your puppy, teen or adult dog’s training, development and socialisation for an appropriate-length period that we will advise you upon. The 6-month packages can be paid by monthly secured direct debit payment, or upfront in one go if you prefer. During the 6 months package, every month you will get an in-person, age-appropriate training session as well as advice to help your dog’s development into a calm, family-friendly dog.

Packages include remote support between sessions, with direct access to tips from us via the phone or Whatsapp, and a useful bank of clips and videos.
